Laser tag was a game first played in 1979. A man called George Carter III thought up the idea of playing laser tag as a game in 1977 when he was watching Star Wars. In 1979, he opened up the first laser tag arena and it was called Photon. The idea of laser tag in the beginning was for it to be used for military training. The equipment required for laser tag would be laser guns and targets that would be worn by the players. Typically, laser tag is played without contact, having the people penalized when roughhousing occurs. Laser tag can be an individual game or a team game, depending on how a person may choose to play.
